Halt, who goes there.                     Halts, reply which indicates the group is authorised to pass, friend. 

Advance one able recognized        Person, group leader advances, no reply.

Halt, sentry holds person until recognition is complete     Person halts until recog, by sentry. No reply.

Always challenge just loud enough to be heard.

If in doubt give the alarm quietly before challenging.

Do not do anything to let enemy find where post is then get away and report if and overrun it.

Two parts have some connection, easy to remember but no so obvious enemy can guess.
